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Fritz grew up in Northbrook IL, and graduated from Gustavus Adolphus College in 1975 with a BA in distributive science with a major emphasis in physics and chemistry. He added a BS in Social Studies with Teacher’s Certificate from Bemidji State University in 1978.

Fritz taught physics in the Ripon, WI public school district for one year before starting a business rehabbing homes. 
In 1993, he founded Alternative Utility Services, Inc. (AUS) with his wife, Catherine McQueen. AUS was established to promote and install commercial Combined Heat and Power (CHP) systems, and marked the beginning of Fritz’s continuing commitment to renewable green energy and sustainable building practices. Since 1993 AUS has expanded into the fields of energy management, energy brokering and utility consulting, working primarily in the deregulated natural gas and electric markets. AUS currently has more than 3,000 accounts in more than a dozen states.

Fritz and Catherine conceived of the Green Leaf Inn, the first purpose-built “green” bed and breakfast in the Midwest, in 2007. It is anticipated that ground will be broken on the site in Spring of 2009.

In 2008, Fritz founded Community Green Energy, LLC (CGE). Community Green Energy marks a return to the original goal of AUS, to promote renewable green energy and develop new ways to finance green energy development. CGE aims to develop a nationwide model to finance local green energy through business incentives, rather than relying on private investment and government subsidies.
