· Midwest’s first purpose-built (from the ground up) all-green B&B.

· 19 jacuzzi suites in two buildings, plus a welcome/conference center.

· Located in Delavan, off route 50, just west of route 67

· Scheduled to open in Summer 2010.

· Goal is to provide a luxurious B&B experience in a setting that maximizes sustainability and renewable sources and minimize environmental impact. Show that the two ideas can coexist and that everyone can embrace the green lifestyle.

· We aim to meet the highest green standards, from the landscaping of the grounds to the power behind the ON switch to the washcloths in the bathroom.

· People can come to the Inn for an immersive learning experience in the green lifestyle, or just for a great weekend in one of the midwest’s top vacation spots. Yes, you can have green and have your jacuzzi.
· Some of the technologies that the Inn will use include:

· Power
Solar power, solar thermal,wind turbine, in-ground heat pump (geothermal), biofuel boilers

· Water Use
Rainwater capture and reuse, grey water reuse (water used for washing, NOT from toilets), water-conserving landscaping: retention ponds, bioswales and rain gardens. permeable paving and driveways, tankless water heaters

· Building and materials
Low-impact building practices, recycled and re-used materials, local materials, bamboo flooring, low-VOC (volatile organic compound) paint, LED lighting, SIPs (Structural insulated panels), intelligent room controls, green roof.

· One goal is to hit “net zero” status, which means the green energy sources on site will produce at least as much electricity as the Inn uses. Excess electricity will be sold to the local grid.
